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The Sheriff’s Office has seen a significant increase in Motor Vehicle 
Burglaries in the Lakes Region the past few days. Since, 10/29 we’ve had 
26 complaints from car owners in the Towns of: Casco, Gray, Standish, 
Raymond with the majority taking place in Naples.  
 
In most cases, the vehicles were unlocked while parked at home and items 
that were taken were in plain view. Most concerning of the items taken 
was two (2) hunting firearms (different vehicles/victims). 
 
At this time, no arrests have made and the investigations into the burglaries 
continue. 
 
The Sheriff’s Office would like to take the time to remind car owner’s to 
take the time to lock their car doors, keep valuable items out of sight or 
remove them from the car and report any suspicious activity (people/cars) 
that they may see to their local police department.
