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Press Release

The Cumberland County Sheriff’s Office recently charged two suspects in 
connection with a rash of M/V burglaries committed in early November 2009, in 
the Sebago Lake region (Raymond, Naples and Casco).  The Sheriff’s Office had 
previously issued a press release detailing these events. 
 
Charged are: 
 
Timothy E. Curran, JR.  DOB: 09/05/1991 of 19 Mulberry Ridge in Naples 
and a juvenile male, 17 years old from Windham. 
 
Crimes charged: 

1. Burglary to a M/V (class D) 
2. Theft (class C – theft greater than $1,000 but less than $10,000) 
3. Theft of a Firearm (class B) 

 
CURRAN, JR. and the juvenile are charged with burglarizing more than forty (40) 
motor vehicles during a crime spree in the late evening hours of 11/1/09 through 
the early morning hours of 11/2/09.  Vehicles in the towns of Naples, Casco, 
Raymond and Gray were burglarized with many items reported stolen, including 
firearms, thousands of dollars in cash ($5000.00 from one vehicle alone), and 
numerous electronic devices such as iPods, GPS units, and cameras. 
 
The same suspects had previously been arrested and charged by the Yarmouth 
Police Department for committing similar crimes in early December 2009.  During 
the Yarmouth crimes, the suspects were caught in the act of burglarizing several 
vehicles on Cousins Island.  Some of the property found during a vehicle search was 
discovered to be stolen from the victim’s of the above-noted CCSO burglaries. 
 
Curran has an arraignment date of 2/10/2010 and the juvenile is scheduled to 
appear in Juvenile Court on 1/28/2010.
